Subject: Supply issues in the EU food sector due to the crisis in Ukraine and
Russia and related food labelling challenges

The crisis in Ukraine and Russia is affecting the food industry in terms of supply of some
foods-in particular, but not only, sunflower oil and other vegetable oils- and raw
materials and ingredients for the production of certain foods. The need quickly to switch
to other ingredient(s) in some cases prevents the sector from fully complying with all
food labelling requirements, and in particular those regarding the list of ingredients, the
nutrition declaration or the country of origin indications.

Most of the Member States’ national competent authorities have reported difficulties in
the enforcement of certain provisions of Regulation (EU) No 1169/2011 on food
information to consumers. Building on the experience gained in the context of the recent
Covid-19 crisis, national authorities have already taken action to deal with the situation
on a case-by-case basis. Some flexibility in the implementation of certain labelling
requirements has been allowed in order to ensure food availability while guaranteeing the
safety of food placed on the EU market.

The Commission understands the need for flexibility in the enforcement of relevant food
labelling provisions, provided that it is temporary, justified and proportionate. Therefore,
any decision on a possible flexibility caused by the current situation will have to be taken
by the competent authorities on a case-by-case basis and ensuring that food safety is not
compromised. In particular, the information on allergens must always be available. The
competent authorities should be pragmatic and use common sense when accepting certain
deviations from the legal requirements. For example, the use of stickers to update the
food information appears a good compromise.

As national competent authority, you are the best placed to assess the risks of
implementing the above flexibilities. I count on you to ensure that any decisions taken
will continue to ensure the safety of food placed on the EU market.
